Around 60 years ago a young Tinui boy saw his two favourite toy trucks, battered after years of

Al oveo, placed in the ceiling of the family hon
whom they were made, passed them onto his son, Malcolm, but eventually decided the old trucks
needed restoring.

They sat in the ceiling, baking in the summer heat under the corrugated iron roof for nearly 60

years while Peterds attention was focussed on f
Peter died a year ago.

Now the son, Malcom,63and a member of the Henley Menbds Sh
with a stock crate and the other a flatbed, back to life. He understands the trucks were built by a

member of the pioneering Chapman trucking business. As far back as the 20s this company,

among other things, used to deliver petrol in boxes, each containing two 4-gallon tins. The petrol

was sold by the ton or half-ton.

Today, many a heritage house sits on these concrete-filled tins. The toys are based on the design

of those trucks.
